Pediatric Interim Care Center provided specialized, 24-hour care for 31 infants in the second
quarter of 2011. Fifty-two percent of the babies came from King County, 29 percent came from
Pierce County, and the remaining 19 percent came from other counties in Washington State. The
majority (61%) of the babies were treated for exposure to opiates, which generally requires
lengthier stays due to severity of their drug withdrawals. One baby boy from Renton received 17
days of care in the second quarter and is continuing treatment for prenatal exposure to cocaine
and opiates.
