Studies have shown that involvement in the arts 
helps kids:

 Increase test scores by as much as 120 points on SAT

Promotes academic achievement

4 times more likely to participate in a math or science 
fair

 Improves self-esteem

More likely to graduate from high school

The arts contribute $1.3 million city-wide to household 
incomes

Arts patrons contribute $100,000 in sales tax revenue to the 
City of Renton

Arts patrons contribute $117,000 in sales tax revenue to the 
State of Washington
