Directions  
From the North: Take I-405 southbound to Exit #4 (Renton-Enumclaw). Go through the first stoplight, then turn left on 

Maple Valley Highway (South 169). Pass under I-405 and at the second light turn right. Follow the entrance road to the 

main parking lot. The Renton Community Center, Carco Theatre, and the Henry Moses Aquatic Center share the parking 

lot. 

From the South: Take I-405 northbound to Exit #4 (Maple Valley-Enumclaw). This exit will divide. Take the first exit to 
Maple Valley-Enumclaw (South 169). At the stop sign, at the end of the off ramp, turn right. At the second light turn 

right. Follow the entrance road to the main parking lot. The Renton Community Center, Carco Theatre and the Henry 
Moses Aquatic Center share the parking lot.
